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4 Year Voter Record 
Maintenance Postcards  

The Government Accountabil-
ity Board will be mailing out 
postcards to those regis-
tered voters that have not 

voted within the past 4 years.  
The purpose for the post-

cards is to find out if these 

voters would like to remain 
as an “Active” voter or not.  If 

you receive a postcard and 
would like to remain in an 

“Active” status, then you will 
need to sign the postcard and 

return it to your municipal 

clerk.  If the postcards are 
not returned, the voter will be 

put in an “Inactive—4 Year 

Maintenance” status and will 
have to reregister for future 

voting.

Easter Sunday, (varies) 
Mother’s Day, 2nd Sun. in May 
Armed Forces Day, 3rd Sat. in May 

When to Display the Flag 
The flag should be displayed 
on all days when the weather 
permits, especially on legal 
holidays or other special occa-
sions.  It is customary to dis-
play the flag from sunrise to 
sunset on buildings or on sta-
tionary flagstaffs in the open.  
However, on special occasions 
it may be displayed at night, 
preferably lighted.
